+ Mount Fuji - Mt. Fuji, rising above the clouds, is the symbol of Japan and has provided
a spiritual basis for the Japanese since ancient times, with the height of 3776m high.

¢ Oshino Hakkai - Is underground water from Mt. Fuiji. It begins with the snow on the top
of Mt. Fuji. The water travel over 80 years, and finally spring at Oshino Hakkai.
